Understanding the genre of Alienation and  Disillusionment in general &  The Shawshank Redemption in particular.
THE EXAM STRUCTURE:

Part I – Shots and Angles.  You will be given PICTURES and need to identify what type of shot (see other side) we are looking at.
Part II  -- Storyboarding.  You will need to choose how to create a storyboard (the visual “recipe”) for a given story line.  Remember, your drawing ability is not judged, just your plan/choices.
Part III – Short Answers.  This focuses on your understanding of Shawshank and you will need to answer questions in three to five sentences.

Part IV – Quotations.  As always, you will need to identify the speaker and why the quote is IMPORTANT.  What does it tell us about the character, the plot, the genre, etc.

Part V  -- Multiple Choice.  This focuses on Shawshank, but brings in many elements we have discussed all year: Dramatic, Cinematic and Literary Elements, types of shots, understanding the genre, etc.

Part VI  -- Essay.  You will have the choice of two essay topics, as discussed in class:  One dealing with the most alienated character, the other about which genre Shawshank fits in better.  Remember, your CHOICE can’t be wrong; it’s all about how you defend your point of view.
