Storyboard Project
1.  You will create a SHORT film idea with ONE scene only.  It must
a. Have a minimum of 30 lines of dialogue

b. Have at least 3 instructions for stage directions

c.  Use one of the following “titles” (anything else must have PRIOR approval):

· Blind Date

· The Break Up

· The Robbery

· It’s Lost

· Rock Band

d. Have a brief description of the setting.

e. Have some sort of conflict or problem (It can, however, have a solution or be a cliffhanger.)
f. It is suggested to only have two or three main characters.

2. You must then create your own storyboard to SHOW the story of their script.  Remember, there needs to be a logical reason for your choice of shot.  You may use ANY version of a storyboard template you wish with the following requirements:

a. A minimum of 25 shots
b. The use of the following shots:  long shot, medium shot, close up.  (The use of either a wide angle and the extreme close up is optional)

c. There must be at least one PAN shot or one TRACKING shot. (Use arrows or two frames to SHOW that)
d. There must be at least one HIGH or LOW angle shot.

e. There must be some reaction shots.
f. There must be at least one shot NOT involving humans.
3. The pictures MUST be accompanied by the following written information – 

a. The identification of the shot (example:  med pan shot – certain shots cannot stand alone  but must be combined with a size description)

b. What or whom is being shot (by character name)

c. Either a description of the action and/or the dialogue covered.
DUE DATE:  03/05/14  (regardless of drop dates!)
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The format for your script should resemble THIS:

Prom Dates (title)
After school, in the parking lot.  The lot is nearly empty, only a few cars remain.  Matt is sitting on the hood of his car, when Josh walks up.
Josh:  Hey.
Matt:  What’s up?  
Josh:  Absolutely nothing.  I am so bored.  (He lies back on the hood.)
Matt:  Same here.

Josh:  So, did you ask anyone to the prom yet?

(Matt hesitates.)
Matt:  Nope, not yet.

Josh:  Are you going to?  Prom is like two weeks away!
Matt:  I don’t like to make rash decisions!  Who did you ask.
Josh:  (Awkwardy)  Well, Liz asked ME.  I said ok.
